Dear Parishioners,
This month of June we are heading towards one of 

the great feast which is also known as Birthday of the church i.e. Feast 
of Pentecost.

Pentecost is celebrated by us 50 days after Easter, and marks the day 
that the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles.
The Orthodox Church sees Pentecost as the final fulfillment of the 
mission of Jesus Christ and the first beginning of the messianic age of 
the Kingdom of God, mystically present in his Church. It is traditionally 
called the beginning of the One Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church.
Besides celebrating the coming of the Holy Spirit, the feast also 
celebrates the full revelation of the divine Trinity, Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit. 

To Orthodox Christians, the feast of Pentecost is not just a celebration 
of an event in history. It is also a celebration their membership in the 
Church. They have lived Pentecost and received "the seal of the gift of 
the Holy Spirit" in the sacrament of chrismation.

As we celebrate Pentecost Sunday on June 9, let us remember God's 
purpose and plan in sending His Spirit not just for our personal lives but 
for the salvation of the peoples of the world: "For the earth will be filled 
with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord as the waters cover the 
sea." (Habakkuk 2:14)

We can take the opportunity of Pentecost to remember how we are 
living each day. Are we relying on God as part of our daily walk? Am I 
still hearing the voice of the Holy Spirit before doing any deeds? Am I 
producing fruit of Holy Spirit through my character?  The spirit of 
Pentecost is also about community. Although each person should have 
an individual relationship with God, we should also remember that the 
church is a group of people who believe in the mission of Christ. It is the 
duty of every member of the church to share love and care with each 
other; not only inside the boundary of the church but with the every 
being in the universe. 

Let us “… Walk in the Spirit..” as St. Paul says in Gal. 5:16.17 to overcome 
from all our evil desires and wrong doings so that we can do the will of 
God. The most wonderful thing is that when we walk in the Spirit, 
glorious fruits grow in our inner man—fruits of the Spirit such as joy, 
peace, love, and faithfulness.

As we are also celebrating the Feast of Apostles in the month of June, 
let their intercession be a stronghold to us to transform the world into 
the kingdom of God as it is the mission of our savior Jesus Christ which 
was continued by disciples and handed over to the church members.
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The Spirit of Pentecost is just as alive today as it was on the Day of 
Pentecost all those years ago. May you and I, in the 21st century, be 
people in whom the Holy Spirit can do the work that He longs to do.
